We are having an issue with students free roaming in 

the hallways. This is occurring for a number of 

reasons.   They include:  students being sent out 

without passes,  multiple students being permitted to 

go on errands or to the rest room at the same time,  

and students not staying in lines, which has to do with 

monitoring and expectations.  The following are the 

guidelines that need to be followed and adjustments 

that are being made on an administrative level to 

ensure our scholars are being monitored properly:

• Administration or security will be present upstairs 

after 6th period lunch to monitor the bathrooms and 

hallway activity.

• All students are required to have a pass at all 

times.

• At no time are students to be admitted to the 

bathroom w/ a partner or in groups.

• Students need to transition in lines that are 

orderly and can be observed from the front to the 

back.

By working together we can ensure that our scholars are 

safe and accounted for at all times. 

This week our walk through focus will be on the 

strategies and supports being provided to our ELL 

students in preparation for the beginning of testing on 

February 3.   Make sure you are planning additional 

discourse for theses students, and continue to expose 

them to academic vocabulary and vocabulary that 

supplements instruction.  We will be visiting our ELL 

students in class to check on their progress and 

academic supports.

Awards Assembly Friday:  The schedule for the 

assembly will be released later this week.  It is the same 

schedule we have used for past assemblies.

Attendance Update:

- Students that missed less than two days will receive a 

treat bag this month.

- As of January 21, we had 18.4% of our students that 

are considered chronically absent which at this point 

they have missed more than 9 days. Our current 

attendance rate is 90.96%. Shout out to 2nd grade that 

currently has the highest attendance rate at 92.84%.
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We continue to see the same pattern among our common misbehaviors. We have our behavior management 

plans in place and we know what works with managing behavior and what doesn’t. We have detentions in 

place in hopes that will deter students from misbehavior and they will receive a consequence when they do 

misbehave. With these steps in place what do we do when we still see the misbehavior? If a student does not 

how to read, we teach them so if a student is having trouble behaving, we need to teach them. Make sure we 

are taking the time during morning meeting to teach students the expectations. We also need to look at 

restorative practices and when students do make mistakes that we provide them an opportunity to make it 

right.
