In ELA/Soc.Studies continue to focus on developing writing
standards broken into sub topics and measured under the
following classifications:

¢ Structure (4pts)
¢ Elaboration (4pts)
e Grammar (2pts)

Foster discourse using academic vocabulary. Remember to build
background content knowledge through rich discussions that
require students to pull evidence from the text and connect it
to real world experiences and events. Use the text as a tool to
elaborate on. This strategy will help build student’s
elaboration skills. Use graphic organizers to improve
structure. All activities should align to objectives
supporting a component of the writing standard you are
teaching. Our Data has shown that for our students grammar is
the strongest component of the rubric Appropriate time
accordingly. Most of the work should focus on elaboration.

Our math focus continues to center on:

¢ Conceptual Understanding
¢ Procedural fluency
¢ Application

Identify misconceptions through formative assessment. Discuss
errors by facilitating discourse that identifies incorrect
responses as “interesting” and worth discussion. Develop
student understanding by having students voice their thoughts
using an agreed upon speaking protocol. Be sure to continue
to conduct sprints and fluency exercises daily. Exercise
contributes to overall fluency. In student discussions ask
students to compare problems with real life situations.

Science Inquiry: Explore 1 released OST science question with
your class. Make sure the science question is aligned to an
upcoming standard you will be teaching. As a warmup facilitate
a 3 minutes inquiry discussion around the standard. Frame the
standard as a wondering. Have students brainstorm on why the
standard may be important in the real world and why it may be
of interest to them. Capture student thoughts and questions on
a poster sheet for future use when the standard is taught.
