Black History
Month’s was called, Negro History Week, created in February
1926 by Carter G. Woodson, known as the “father of Black
history.” This historian helped establish the field of African
American studies and his organization, the Association for the
Study of Negro Life and History, aimed to encourage “people of all
ethnic and social backgrounds to discuss the Black experience.”
This week-long event officially became Black History Month in
1976 when U.S. president Gerald Ford extended the recognition to
“honor the too-often neglected accomplishments of Black
Americans in every area of endeavor throughout our history.” Black
History Month has been celebrated in the United States every
February since. Black History Month was created to focus
attention on the contributions of African Americans to the United
States. It honors all Black people from all periods of U.S. history,
from the enslaved people first brought over from Africa in the early
17th century to African Americans living in the United States
today.
