Mr. Younker and Ms. Cheverine passed out 

addition fluency cards to the second grade 

lower level students, and a deck of cards to 

the second grade higher level students. For 

the students with the addition fluency cards, 

sixth grade students held up the flashcard and 

the second grader said the answer trying to 

use mental math only. The sixth grader began 

a "got it" pile and a "don't got it" pile. For the 

students with the deck of cards, the sixth 

grader would hold up a card from the deck and 

the second grader had to say the other 

addend to equal 10. Some of the second 

graders went through the deck of cards so 

quickly, they got to say the addend that 
equaled 15!

Most frequent behaviors this past week: Physical Aggression 9, Disruption 7 & Defiance 3.

If you have not visited PBISWorld before, it is encouraged to use as a resource for Interventions when 

dealing with misbehaviors. You are able to identify the misbehavior that the student is displaying and 

then they provide strategies to try for the student. Physical aggression continues to be an issue for us. 

Take time during morning meeting to focus on respecting one another and resolution strategies when 

they get frustrated or into an argument with a peer.

I appreciate 

everyone’s support especially teachers that hold students that cannot attend.
