Course Content: 
(ENGLISH) 
Ninth grade English with technology will focus on literary elements and devices throughout many pieces of literature, including novels, short stories, drama and poetry.  The use of technology will be emphasized and incorporated into each unit. Writing is a major focus of the class with an emphasis of ninth grade literature. Students will write essays and papers analyzing and relating to reading materials.  Each student will have a folder in class in which to keep all writing materials as we will revise and edit pieces throughout the school year and create a final portfolio of writing. Vocabulary and grammar will be taught throughout the year.  
 
(WORLD HISTORY)

This course examines world events from 1600 to the present. It explores the impact of the democratic and industrial revolutions, the forces that led to world domination by European powers, the wars that changed empires, the ideas that led to independence movements and the effects of global interdependence. The concepts of historical thinking introduced in earlier grades continue to build with students locating and analyzing primary and secondary sources from multiple perspectives to draw conclusions

Technology Focus: 
Throughout the year we will be incorporating the use of technology into our curriculum. Types of technology used in projects include blogging, video editing, power point, publisher, message boards and digital photography.

• Taking credit for group work when little contribution was made.
• Stealing tests, answers, or materials, or having unauthorized possession of such materials.
• Sabotaging or destroying the work of others.
• Submitting the same work in more than one course without the knowledge and approval of the teachers involved.
• Not following the guidelines specified by the teacher during a test (i.e. talking), or for a “take-home” test or exam.
