Cleveland School of Architecture and Design’s Dress Code Guidelines

Tops
- Solid green or black, collared, polo-style, shirt, with short or long sleeves
- Not permitted: Patterned or printed shirts, hoodies, cropped shirts.

Bottoms
- Solid black, khaki, or dark blue pants (no jeans)
- Not permitted: Sweats, leggings, yoga pants, short skirts, or jean shorts.

Footwear

- Tennis shoes

- Boots (flat or low heel)

- Sandals with closed toes (Crocs or Croc-Style shoes are welcome)

- Not permitted: Heels over 17, flip-flops, open-toe sandals, house shoes, or slippers.

Every Friday will be Spirit Day for Cleveland School of Architecture and design students. On this day,
students are permitted to wear a spirit shirt and jeans with no holes or tears.

Lastly, for families who need support, uniform will be available on campus in our Planning Center for
students to check out.
